NATIONAL LITERACY AND 
NUMERACY TESTING IN 2009 
Students in Years 3/5/7 will be participating in 
these tests very soon.  Our school has had a 
NAPLAN PLAN in place this year to give our 
students the very best opportunity to be prepared 
for these tests. Students have undertaken 
various activities and learning opportunities to 
prepare them for these forthcoming tests 
throughout Term 1 and now in these few weeks 
leading up to the test. 
Please read the information below, so as you 
can be informed about the forthcoming Naplan 
Tests. Next week I will send home a special 
information letter to parents in Years 3/5/7 to 
help them prepare their child/ren for the tests. 
 
The National Assessment Program – Literacy 
and Numeracy (NAPLAN) tests for 2009 will be 
held from Tuesday 12 May to Thursday 14 
May.  
Students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9  will participate 
in four tests during this period – Language 
Conventions, Writing, Reading and Numeracy. 
The Language Conventions test  will 
incorporate spelling, grammar and punctuation 
while the Numeracy testing will incorporate 
number, space and measurement. 
The Year 7 and 9 Numeracy tests will consist of 
a calculator-allowed test, followed by a non-
calculator test. 
If your child is absent from school during this 
period, they will still be able to participate in 
testing sessions on Friday 15 May. Please 
contact your child’s school in this instance .
